God Faithfully Worshipped

will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 

18  But if not, be it known to you, O king, that we will not serve your gods or worship the golden 

image that you have set up.” 

 

Worshipping God No Matter the Heat of this World and the Cost It Seeks to Extract 

 

19  Then Nebuchadnezzar was filled with fury, and the expression of his face was changed against 

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. He ordered the furnace heated seven times more than it was 

usually heated. 

20  And he ordered some of the mighty men of his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, 

and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace. 

21  Then these men were bound in their cloaks, their tunics, their hats, and their other garments, and 

they were thrown into the burning fiery furnace. 

22  Because the king's order was urgent and the furnace overheated, the flame of the fire killed those 

men who took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

Exo_24:1  Then he said to Moses, “Come up to the LORD, you and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and 

seventy of the elders of Israel, and worship from afar. 

 

Exo_33:10  And when all the people saw the pillar of cloud standing at the entrance of the tent, all the 

people would rise up and worship, each at his tent door.

2  You shall surely destroy all the places where the nations whom you shall dispossess served their 

gods, on the high mountains and on the hills and under every green tree. 

3  You shall tear down their altars and dash in pieces their pillars and burn their Asherim with fire. You 

shall chop down the carved images of their gods and destroy their name out of that place. 

4  You shall not worship the LORD your God in that way. 

5  But you shall seek the place that the LORD your God will choose out of all your tribes to put his 

name and make his habitation there. There you shall go, 

6  and there you shall bring your burnt offerings and your sacrifices, your tithes and the contribution 

that you present, your vow offerings, your freewill offerings, and the firstborn of your herd and of 

your flock. 

7  And there you shall eat before the LORD your God, and you shall rejoice, you and your households, 

in all that you undertake, in which the LORD your God has blessed you. 
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Deuteronomy 12:31 

31  You shall not worship the LORD your God in that way, for every abominable thing that the LORD 

hates they have done for their gods, for they even burn their sons and their daughters in the fire to 

their gods. 

 

Deu_26:10  And behold, now I bring the first of the fruit of the ground, which you, O LORD, have 

given me.’ And you shall set it down before the LORD your God and worship before the LORD your 

God. 

 

Deuteronomy 30:15-20 

15  “See, I have set before you today life and good, death and evil. 

16  If you obey the commandments of the LORD your God that I command you today, by loving the 

LORD your God, by walking in his ways, and by keeping his commandments and his statutes and his 

rules, then you shall live and multiply, and the LORD your God will bless you in the land that you are 

entering to take possession of it. 

17  But if your heart turns away, and you will not hear, but are drawn away to worship other gods and 

serve them, 

18  I declare to you today, that you shall surely perish. You shall not live long in the land that you are 

going over the Jordan to enter and possess. 

19  I call heaven and earth to witness against you today, that I have set before you life and death, 

blessing and curse. Therefore choose life, that you and your offspring may live, 

20  loving the LORD your God, obeying his voice and holding fast to him, for he is your life and length 

of days, that you may dwell in the land that the LORD swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and 

to Jacob, to give them.” 

 

1Sa_1:3  Now this man used to go up year by year from his city to worship and to sacrifice to the 

LORD of hosts at Shiloh, where the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were priests of the LORD. 

 

2Sa_15:8  For your servant vowed a vow while I lived at Geshur in Aram, saying, ‘If the LORD will 

indeed bring me back to Jerusalem, then I will offer worship to the LORD.’”

Zec_14:16  Then everyone who survives of all the nations that have come against Jerusalem shall go 

up year after year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the Feast of Booths. 

 

Zec_14:17  And if any of the families of the earth do not go up to Jerusalem to worship the King, the 

LORD of hosts, there will be no rain on them.

Act_18:13  saying, “This man is persuading people to worship God contrary to the law.” 
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Act_19:27  And there is danger not only that this trade of ours may come into disrepute but also that 

the temple of the great goddess Artemis may be counted as nothing, and that she may even be 

deposed from her magnificence, she whom all Asia and the world worship.” 

 

Act_24:11  You can verify that it is not more than twelve days since I went up to worship in Jerusalem, 

 

Act_24:14  But this I confess to you, that according to the Way, which they call a sect, I worship the 

God of our fathers, believing everything laid down by the Law and written in the Prophets, 

 

Act_26:7  to which our twelve tribes hope to attain, as they earnestly worship night and day.

Rev_13:12  It exercises all the authority of the first beast in its presence, and makes the earth and its 

inhabitants worship the first beast, whose mortal wound was healed. 

 

Rev_13:15  And it was allowed to give breath to the image of the beast, so that the image of the beast 

might even speak and might cause those who would not worship the image of the beast to be slain. 

 

Rev_14:7  And he said with a loud voice, “Fear God and give him glory, because the hour of his 

judgment has come, and worship him who made heaven and earth, the sea and the springs of water.” 

 

Rev_15:4  Who will not fear, O Lord, and glorify your name? For you alone are holy. All nations will 

come and worship you, for your righteous acts have been revealed.” 

 

Rev_19:10  Then I fell down at his feet to worship him, but he said to me, “You must not do that! I am 

a fellow servant with you and your brothers who hold to the testimony of Jesus. Worship God.” For 

the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. 

 

Rev_22:3  No longer will there be anything accursed, but the throne of God and of the Lamb will be in 

it, and his servants will worship him. 

 

Rev_22:8  I, John, am the one who heard and saw these things. And when I heard and saw them, I fell 

down to worship at the feet of the angel who showed them to me, 

 

Rev_22:9  but he said to me, “You must not do that! I am a fellow servant with you and your brothers 

the prophets, and with those who keep the words of this book. Worship God.”
